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EU-LFS: Basic features (1/2)

The Labour Force Survey :
e covers resident population in private households

e is often the largest household sample in a country
- almost 1.7 million respondents every quarter in the EU

e is also a large survey in terms of questionnaire
- more than 100 variables

e includes quarterly, annual, ‘'multi-annual’ variables
e is a continuous survey (~2005)

e 34 participating countries: all 28 EU Member States,
3 EFTA countries (Iceland, Norway, Switzerland) and
3 candidate countries (former Yugoslav Republic of
Macedonia, Turkey, Montenegro) 2
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EU-LFS: Basic features (2/2)

e Results of high policy relevance (labour market /
education)

e Migrants can be identified:

e Currently by variables on country of birth /
country of citizenship

e Complemented in the future by variables on
country of birth / citizenship of parents and on
the main reason for migrating

e Socio-economic (age, sex, education) and regional
(NUTS2 / Degree of urbanisation) information
available

Already disseminated in January
