The need to build a solid foundation for evidence-based policies in a field where
there was little accumulated knowledge;

The challenge of sustaining an educated public opinion through the provision of
timely access to relevant facts and robust data on immigrants;

The objective of acting as a catalyzer of new knowledge creation and a network of
research groups;

The aim of bridging the Portuguese ‘learning curve’ to the pursuit of new
knowledge and research efforts in centres of excellence elsewhere.

1. to promote a networks of research centers: the Immigration Observatory was created in
Portugal with a subsidiary philosophy to complement the national institutions and researchers
that work for decades on migration issues. Keeping their autonomy and expertise, research
centers and researchers started to be contracted by this Observatory (throughout protocols
with ACIME — the funding institution) to do specific research projects depending on their area
of expertise.

2. to combat myths and stereotypes about immigrants in Portugal: several myths were identified
in Portuguese society that was important to clarify with scientific facts and figures.

3. to promote the dialogue between academia and policy makers: to promote research with
direct implications on policy making. This Observatory does not promote research to pure
scientific interest BUT research for policy recommendations (to revise or improve the policy and

integration mechanisms that affect directly the life of immigrants in the country).

Under the Decree of Law that specify the mission of the High Commission for Migrations - ACM
(previous ACIME and ACIDI) it is underlined that this institution has the role to “collaborate in
the definition, execution and ” furthermore is

migrants, bringing recommendations to policymakers;

- Measure 11: To promote initiatives of raising awareness the public opinion on migrations and cultural diversity, being
foreseen that OM contributes to this measure with the number of hours of its seminars and annual conference;

- Measure 92: To promote studies on key areas of migrations to contribute to a better definition and evaluation of
migratory policies, being foreseen that OM contributes with the publication and launch of at least 5 news studies.
